Captain Scott Kelly is a decorated United States 
astronaut who completed a record-setting 340 
day mission to the International Space Station.  
He recently spoke to public educators and school 
board members about his space adventures, and 
the pathway that brought him to world-renowned 
fame.  Two of his life experi-
ences stood out to me as an 
educator who wants to make 
a difference:    

 Scott was not a great 
student.  In fact, he strug-
gled quite a bit in school 
and was fortunate to 
graduate from high 
school and attend a small 
college.  While walking 
through the college 
bookstore one day, The Right Stuff, by Tom 
Wolfe, caught his eye.  He bought it, read it, 
and decided at that moment to become an 
astronaut.  Scott’s teachers obviously impact-
ed him by instilling in him a passion for learn-
ing, a thirst for knowledge, and a determina-
tion to succeed. 

 Captain Kelly almost failed to become a test-
fighter pilot when his tailhook slammed into 
the side of the aircraft carrier during his day-
time examination.  His only other chance to 
qualify was to pass the nighttime exam – a 
much more difficult test.  A veteran pilot, who 
offered to coach Captain Kelly, noticed that 
Scott became too comfortable while things 

were going smoothly in flight and ne-
glected to make small, but necessary 
adjustments to prepare for landing.  The 
lesson learned, Captain Kelly passed the 
night test and became a test-fighter pilot. 

These examples, and the many other life ex-
periences that he shared, 
all point to one theme: oth-
ers in his life 
“Chose2Matter”, helping 
Captain Scott Kelly suc-
ceed in ways that may have 
seemed impossible at 
times.   

Thank you, Nebo employ-
ees, for making a difference 
in the lives of students.  We 
may have astronauts 

among us, we may not, but every child de-
serves the gift of your influence and your ge-
nius.  You Matter!
